Globe is not fixed it can be rotated or turned, just
like the Earth spins on its axis. The axis of the globe has two end
points. These points are called Poles. The point at the top is
called the north pole, while the point at the bottom is called the
South pole.

Problems with using the globes

o All the globes give us the accurate location and shape of the
continents oceans etc., they have certain limitations.

e They do not allow us to see the entire Earth at a single
glance.

e They do not show places and landforms in great detail.

e They are difficult to carry around.
